Yes, the one Pi, two Pi and two Pi tower speakers are all well suited for placement right up
against the wall.  You might think that placement too close would impede the port on the two Pi
tower - as did I before testing - but in fact, the speaker can be placed very near the wall without
any ill-effects.  It only needs to be about a half-inch out, and that's about the thickness of the
baseboard trim.
