Outside wall has a few smaller towers on the edges, and inside large fort, top of the hill - of
course.This one has only some parts of the walls, the most on the north side. Even 1702. this
castle is mentioned like destroyed. First mentioned 1444., Turks conquested it 1537., local people
conquested it again for a while 1566. - large battle mentioned in history books.Today - nice walk
through the oaks and chestnut-woods...
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
