Yeah, it probably doesn't make sense to recone the lesser expensive drivers.  If it has a pressed
basket, it probably makes more sense to just replace the whole driver.  In fact, that's probably
your only option for most drivers like that.

But there are recone kits available for the more expensive drivers.  In my experience, it's best to
buy from the manufacturer, not a third-party.  The best example I can think of are the JBL
Professional Series parts.  The recone kits from JBL are genuine replacement parts, and make
the driver as-new.  Aftermarket stuff is not nearly as good.
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
