Good for cleaning house.  _That_ program introduced me to the
retro swing movement of the late 90's.  I would have beenunaware of the new swing at all
otherwise.Ska for me is the 'missing link' in the pop music chain.  It shouldhave a place in club
performance everywhere.  But it's only inbig cities where it has had any presence at all.I am old.  I
am an old fart.  There is no place for me in clubs even if I drank or smoked.  It's just alien.  But
still,I would go out to see a ska band in performance again.
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
