As for the electro-mechanical specs and suitability in that regard, | suggest using Hornresp to
model the horn with your proposed woofer. I'm confident that it will give you an accurate picture.
Then, of course, the real proof of the pudding is in the finished physical model. Measure it to see
if it does what you want it to do.
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
