| found a link to a guy who built a set of 4PI and he built to your design but built the cabinet with
an increase the cabinet size by approximately 1 cubic foot. He built using your dimentions but
added 7 In. in height to get the additional cu ft. He did this to boost the Bass extension. He also
did his bass port by using two PVC ports on the bottom front of the speaker.
