Wayne Parham wrote on Sat, 14 December 2019 11:59What I would define as the forward lobe
centerline is the midpoint between the two vertical nulls. You can see in the video I posted in the
message above exactly where those nulls occur. Watch the video for the position of the
microphone above and below the speaker where you see a notch around 1.2kHz. The midpoint
between them is the centerline of the forward lobe.
