I have vintage Altec
Lansings and Klipsch (not the corner ones though) and they have the original drivers and are just
fine after nearly 50 years. Some other brands are less durable.  It is not necessarily more cost is
equal to better speakers.  Cheap ones though excepted.  Pretty much any below $200 each
are not going to deliver the sound quality or durability you want. Clearance sales at some of the
better quality audio stores can be a good source for speakers.
