The coarse roller I used was quite absorbent and a bit
of a pain in the ass to use. 1 quart lasted for 1 coat, not including the bottom which is still bare. I
think for my next project (might be a keyboard cabinet for my friend or a cab for 2 10" subs in my
car) I'll try it with a less fluffy roller and see how it turns out.
