They gave it their highest rating. It is also written up in their current 175 best kits.

Please remember that the Oddblock is a single channel amplifier. You need two for stereo as well
as a preamp or some means of selecting input sources and controlling the volume. If you don't
need a lot of power the Poddwatt is a stereo amplifier with volume control and source switching.
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
