You've picked all the right stuff.

I'd go with a center four Pi to match the right and left mains. You can delete the port on a center
channel four Pi speaker, just center the tweeter. Use three Pi subs flanking each of the mains,
and if you have room on the opposite side of the room, add one or two more there for modal
smoothing.

One last thing - if it has been 15 years - you probably want to upgrade the waveguides in the left
and right mains. It's an inexpensive upgrade that's easy to install. The waveguides fit in the
existing tweeter horn cutouts and there are only a couple crossover changes needed. You just
remove one capacitor and add one resistor.
